Your Personal Representative is given access to all
of the property in your estate, including all money and accounts, therefore, the selection of a fully
trustworthy person is very important; it is wise to appoint someone who has complete integrity and,
if possible, business experience, to serve as your Personal Representative. As a result, your Personal
Representative is the person you trust to carry out your wishes.

Your Personal Representative’s duties may include, among others:
Offering and proving your will in probate court;
Collecting and inventorying your estate property;
Paying bills, collecting debts and handling your estate funds;
Filing federal tax returns;
Providing an accounting to the probate court:

Managing your estate property during the time it is in probate; and
Distributing the assets of your estate to the people legally entitled to receive them under the
terms of your will.
